Course overview or summary

The goal of this course is to explore how Canada has evolved in the 20th and 21st centuries historically, geographically and politically to become the entity it is today.  We will look at specific events and longstanding issues that have affected Canada's identity at home and on the world stage.

There will also be on-going assignments and discussions related to current events.  Skills related to research and writing will be emphasized throughout the year.


Procedures for Assessment and Evaluation


The variety of evaluation strategies that will be used to assess student progress in this course include tests and quizzes, note-taking and writing assignments, oral presentations, and research projects.  Class work and homework are required and will also be assessed.


Participation in both individual and group work will be expected.

While report cards will be issued and marks will be given at the end of each term, some marks in this class will be cumulative, which means they will carry over from term to term. Marks will change as new content is learned and new skills are mastered. Summative marks will be carried over, though weightings may change; formative marks (eg. homework) will start fresh for each term. The marks breakdown for the year will be as follows:


Term1 + Term 2 + Term 3 = 80%

*The provincial exam is administered by the Ministry of Education and will be written in June.  It will consist of multiple choice and written response questions.  It is a mandatory exam that must be written as part of the Ministry's graduation requirements.


Marks, throughout the year will be gathered as follows:

Summative: (tests, quizzes, assignments, projects)

Students are expected to hand in assignments by due dates.  Penalties may be assessed on late assignments.  Tutorial Wednesdays are mandatory for students with any missing work.  Students who do not attend Tutorial Wednesdays or make prompt arrangements to complete missing work will not be given additional assignments at a later date.  

Important information specific to this course 


Regular attendance and punctuality are important to student success.  Catching up on work missed is the responsibility of the student.  It should be understood that some work will not be able to be made up out of class time.

Students are expected to keep up with the course load by doing assignments and homework on time. Again, Tutorial Wednesdays are mandatory if a student is missing work.  Other times can also be arranged if extra help is needed. 


Students must be prepared to participate and have necessary supplies with them.  Use of a student agenda is strongly encouraged as students have full responsibility of keeping track of homework and important dates in the course.

Organization in an academic class is extremely important.  Binders should be organized into the following sections:  Geography, History, Identity and Citizenship
